Unlike the music industry’s fight against file sharing, this dispute has nothing to do 
with piracy. The Inno...can store music recorded from XM. But once saved, the songs 
are locked in the device until they are deleted or the XM subscription lapses, when they 
vanish. And XM is paying about 7% of its gross revenues in music royalties. In other 
words, XM pays for broadcast rights and would-be pirates are thwarted ... But the 
record companies, like the movie studios, are using copyright laws to try to protect 
their business models from innovative but disruptive technologies.
